Promotional materials:
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Apparel — display venue name on aprons, caps, t-shirts or other items

Direct mail — items found in mail outs such as advertisements, coupons and
menus

Door hanger menus — used to hang on doorknobs or handles

Email — electronic mail targeted to a particular market

Flyers — paper signs promoting particular menu items

Merchandising materials — table tents or display items that can be placed on
tables

Point of purchase materials — menu boards or print pieces placed at the counter
or table

Premiums — token gifts or giveaway items

Promotional items — display venue name on cups, magnets, mugs, pencils, pens,
stuffed toys or other items

10. Signage — signs that indicate where the venue is located

A location

A catchy slogan
