­ hotel name 

­ hotel logo 

­ hotel amenities 

 inside each room (hair dryers, refrigerators, irons) 

 outside the rooms (spa services, restaurants, pools, coffee 

bars, gift shops) 

­ location (city) attractions 

­ pictures 

­ hotel contact information such as phone number, website, and 

address (social websites?)
